Our new, democratic government is 
campaigning hard to bring the danger 
facing the Maldives to the world 
agenda, and to reach a common 
consensus to tackle climate change 
impacts.  
Maldives has a population of just over 

350,000 and is an archipelago of 1200 
islands in the middle of Indian Ocean. 
As an island nation, Maldives is 
extremely vulnerable to climate 
change.

islands nation, is amongst the most 
vulnerable to sea level rise. The

"We are 

vulnerable because we have modest 
means with which to protect ourselves 

from the coming disaster," President 

Nasheed told the conference of 
developing nations in Male, while 

Donald MacKinnon of Lochboisdale 

Community Council said: "We have 
already had loss of life here. We can't

Scottish aid worker Grace Ommer, Director of Oxfam’s operations in 
Afghanistan, has called for more effective aid for the country in the 

wake of a new report which reveals that 70 per cent of Afghans 

surveyed see poverty and unemployment as the major cause of the 

conflict in their country. According to new research by Oxfam and a 
group of Afghan organisations, ordinary Afghans blame government 

weakness and corruption as the second  

most important factor, fighting with the 
Taliban coming third, followed by 

interference by neighbouring countries.
