Choose your actions. Decide how

There’s plenty to appeal to the
activist in you. Use the suggestions
in this handbook to make your
shortlist.

Organise public meetings. Run
street stalls. Give talks at schools,
colleges, and in your community.
Call radio phone-ins. And get
writing! Respond to newspaper
articles. Keep publicising your
campaigning with press releases

and photo opportunities. Contact —
or visit — your MP to discuss any
issues that concern you. Consider
prospective candidates from other
parties too. And invite them all to
your events.

Don’t forget the web. Post blogs
to influential websites. Motivate
friends via social networks, such
as Facebook.

to bring stuff to swap — to reduce
wastage and promote recycling.

Oxfam campaigns on big, world-
changing issues.

* More teachers, doctors and
nurses.
