OUR STORY: The changing climate is having a dev-
astating effect on the Miskito Indians of central
America who live in wooden huts and subsist on
crops planted on a few hectares of land and food
hunted from the jungle and rivers. Already among the

poorest and most marginalized groups in the country,

they are now on the front lines of this new threat.. As
well as badly reducing their rice crop, this year’'s
drought meant the river levels were much lower than
usual, affecting the communities’ vital transport ar-
tery.

OUR STORY: 90% of all products become waste
within six months and every year 150, 000 people
die!

At a glimpse these facts might seem unrelated but in
fact their relationship is pretty strong and can be
summed up in two words: climate change. Who
would have thought that the impact of our obsession
with new stuff leads to the loss of lives from the af-
fects of climate change in the developing world?

OUR STORY: Our consumption is taking climate
change to another level, in turn climate change is
devastating the livelihoods of many

rural poor. “In the last three years we have experi-
enced unpredictable floods. We plant but we can'’t
harvest, it has never happened like this before, ”
said Mom Mayas, a 47-year-old mother of six. Mrs
Mom owns a small plot of land in Kratie, Cambodia
where her family has been cultivating rice for over
a century.

OUR STORY: If we are to see an end to poverty and
suffering, then we have to stop the devastating effects
of climate change, Oxfam works with the people of the
Jamuna River in Bangladesh. They are at risk from the
increasing amount of ice, which is melting from the Hi-
malayas. They are used to coping with frequent flood-
ing, with losing their homes as their sandbanks are
submerged, rebuilding their lives over and over again.
But the weather has become increasingly unpredict-
able in recent years, threatening their security, their
livelihoods, and even their lives.
